Education Advisor
Education Advisors provide leadership, advice, and guidance throughout their organizations and serve in key staff positions, such as a specialist at agency or major military command headquarters, or in a generalist capacity as top educator in a technical service school.  They anticipate changes or new developments in the technology or in the educational field affecting their specialty areas and program operations. They develop advance plans to insure timely introduction of new or revised procedures, techniques, or operational concepts into the training program. They conceive, develop, and introduce new program objectives, goals, systems, and concepts. They propose new performance standards and evaluate ways and means of obtaining objectives. They design evaluation and quality control means to measure the effectiveness of program concepts or techniques. They use these means to determine if progress is being made toward attainment of program objectives and the necessity for program expansion, contraction, or revision, in view of current and anticipated needs.
