Training Support Technician 

Training Technicians work in training programs and apply a practical understanding of the program and its objectives, policies, procedures, and requirements. They also apply a specialized knowledge of and skill in particular aspects of the program. Responsibilities of training support technicians include, but are not limited to the following:

· Inputting data to appropriate automation tools to support the delivery of training support and Training Support System (TSS) enablers, including training aids devices simulators and simulations (TADSS), training products, facilities and land, and training services  

· Developing integration/synchronization documents for training support enablers 

· Providing input on the use of the tools used to develop/deliver training support products to leadership to support product improvements 

· Conducting research that supports the application of military doctrine and tactics, techniques, and procedures to training requirements 

· Conducting research to identify the laws and regulations governing release and disclosure of military training to international customers 

· Inputting training support requirements into resources processes, as required 

· Applying knowledge of security assistance training basic principles, concepts, and methodology to daily activities 

· Using automation tools that support security assistance training processes 

· Compiling readily available data from prescribed sources and apply to appropriate reference source 

· Providing support for various studies, processes, one-time projects, and actions pertaining to of the security assistance training program 

· Inputting changes to army training support tools to support JIM operations 

· Inputting data to training and/or resource automation systems
