11B SGT Positions

Sergeants should focus on developing tactical and technical leadership skills, serving as team or squad leaders in the operational Army, honing technical expertise, and building a foundation of tactical knowledge. A sergeant should spend approximately 75 percent of his assignments in the operational Army at battalion level and below.

RIFLE PLATOON TEAM LEADER:  The team leader (TL) leads his team members by personal example.  He has authority over his subordinates and overall responsibility for their actions.  Centralized authority enables the TL to maintain troop discipline and unity and to act decisively.  Under the fluid conditions of close combat, the team leader must accomplish assigned missions using initiative without needing constant guidance from above. 

The team leader’s position on the battlefield requires immediacy and accuracy in all of his actions.  He is a fighting leader who leads his team by example.  The team leader is responsible for all his team does or fails to do.  He is responsible for the care of his team’s men, weapons, and equipment.  During operations, the team leader— 

ASSAULT PLATOON SQUAD LEADER:  The squad leader is responsible for the discipline and training of his squad and the maintenance of his equipment.  He is skilled in all aspects of his weapons systems.  The Assault Platoon Squad Leader—  
SENIOR SNIPER:  Senior Sniper, also referred to as the Sniper Team Leader,  is responsible for the training, and conduct of his team.  The sniper team leader executes the orders of the sniper employment officer (SEO) and section leader and is responsible for accomplishing the mission. His responsibilities include—
BRADLEY GUNNER:  The gunner observes the battlefield to detect enemy targets.  He operates the turret weapons as directed by the Bradley commander to engage and destroy targets.  When only two men remain in the Bradley Fighting Vehicle, which occurs rarely, he serves as BC.  He bears the responsibility for performing unit-level maintenance on the turret and its weapons systems.  He also helps with navigation and with radio operation.
STRYKER SENIOR VEHICLE COMMANDER:  After the Infantry, platoon leader, and the platoon sergeant have dismounted the vehicle, the senior vehicle commander is responsible for the deployment of the ICVs.  Based on orders or standing operating procedures (SOP), the senior vehicle commander—
STRYKER VEHICLE COMMANDER:  The vehicle commander is responsible for the employment and maintenance of the ICV.  He is primarily responsible for the overall maintenance of the ICV weapon systems and the automotive portion of the vehicle.  He is also responsible for the weapons training and welfare of the driver.  The Vehicle Commander—
Team leader— 

· Is the Subject Matter Expert on all of the team’s weapons and duty positions and all squad battle drills. 

· Leads his team in fire and movement. 

· Controls the movement of his team and its rate and distribution of fire. 

· Employs digital C2 systems available to the squad and platoon. 

· Ensures security of his team’s sector. 

· Assists the squad leader as required. 

· Is prepared to assume the duties of the squad leader and platoon sergeant. 

· Enforces field discipline and PMM. 

· Determines his team’s combat load and manages its available classes of supply as required. 
· Understands the mission two levels up (squad and platoon).
RETURN TO TOP
Senior Sniper responsibilities are—
· To assume the responsibilities of the Sniper Squad Leader in his absence. 

· To train the team. 

· To issue necessary orders to the team. 

· To prepare for missions. 

· To control the team during missions.

RETURN TO TOP
Stryker Senior Vehicle Commander
· Populates the common operational picture (COP) with the movement of the dismounted element to identify their location to the chain of command and flanking units.

· Maintains situational awareness and updates the platoon leader on the company actions.

· Acts as a radio relay if the platoon leader loses direct communications with the company commander.

· In the offense, maneuvers the mounted element to a base of fire position to support the dismounted element’s maneuver.

· In the defense, positions the ICVs in accordance with (IAW) orders or where best to support the platoon.

· Is responsible for the movement, operation, and supply of the ICVs in the absence of the platoon or squad leaders.

Stryker Vehicle Commander 

· The vehicle commander acquires targets, 

· Directs his driver, and 

· Controls vehicle fires. 

· He sends digital SITREPs as requested or when the vehicle makes contact. 

· He navigates and selects the best route for the ICV 

· Maintains position in platoon formations
