MOS 12H--Construction Engineering Supervisor (Const Engr Supv), 	

Major duties. The construction engineering supervisor supervises construction, repair, and utility services of buildings, warehouses, fixed bridges, port facilities, and petroleum pipelines, tanks, and related equipment. Duties for MOS 12H at each level of skill are:
		12H3O. Reads and interprets construction drawings. Estimate material, time, equipment, and labor requirements. Supervise the construction and repair of wood frame, concrete, masonry or prefabricated structures. Supervise the installation and repair of utility systems. Inspect structures and facilities to ensure compliance with specifications. Direct operator maintenance on assigned vehicles and equipment. Directs combat engineering missions.
		12H4O. Devises network flow diagrams such as the critical path method and coordinates work activities of supporting units. Provide supervision over all structural and utility construction projects. Inspect subordinate elements to ensure compliance with directives, construction drawings, and specifications. Plans and organizes for engineering missions.


Platoon Sergeant

The Platoon Sergeant is the primary assistant and advisor to the platoon leader, with the
responsibility of training and caring for soldiers. The platoon sergeant helps the commander to train the platoon leader and in that regard has an enormous effect on how that young officer perceives NCOs for the rest of his career. The platoon sergeant takes charge of the platoon in the absence of the platoon leader. As the lowest level senior NCO involved in the company METL, Platoon sergeants teach collective and individual tasks to soldiers in their squads, crews or equivalent small units.


Squad Leader

Staff Sergeants, Sergeants and Corporals are normally squad, section and team leaders and are a critical link in the NCO channel. These NCOs live and work with their soldiers every day and are responsible for their health, welfare and safety. These squad, section and team leaders ensure that their soldiers meet standards in personal appearance and teach them to maintain and account for their individual and unit equipment and property. The NCO enforces standards and develops and trains soldiers daily in MOS skills and unit missions.
The NCO teaches individual and collective training, develops unit cohesion, fosters the values of loyalty and commitment and builds spirit and confidence. The NCO evaluates performance oriented training and through coaching and counseling grooms young soldiers for future positions of increased responsibility. Squad, section and team leaders teach everything from the making of sound and timely decisions to physical training to ethics and values.
