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Warrior Leader Course Information

The goal of the Army's Noncommissioned Officer Education System (NCOES) is to prepare NCOs to lead and train Soldiers who work and fight under their supervision, and to assist their leaders to execute unit missions (AR 350-1).  The Noncommissioned Officer Education System (NCOES) is the keystone for NCO development.  NCOES provides leader and MOS skill training in an integrated system of resident training at four levels (primary, basic, advanced, and senior).  
The Warrior Leader Course (WLC)
The course is a branch-immaterial, basic leadership course that provides Soldiers with an opportunity to acquire the skills, knowledge, and experience needed to lead a team size element.  This four week course is conducted at Noncommissioned Officer Academies (NCOA) worldwide.  Graduates at WLC receive a Military Education Level (MEL) "X" and a Military Education Status (MES) "1".
