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US Army First Sergeant Course
 
This fast-paced course prepares Sergeants First Class and Master Sergeants for the rewarding and demanding position of First Sergeant in a company, battery, or troop.  The course consists of two phases.  Phase I contains 31 self-study lessons and an examination upon completion.  Phase II includes three weeks of interactive small-group instruction and is conducted at Fort Bliss, at certain Army Reserve and National Guard Centers in the United States, or by Video Teletraining (VTT) at locations worldwide.  Major subjects of study include training management, unit administration, communicative skills, discipline and morale, logistics and maintenance, tactical operations, and physical fitness training.
A phase I disk will be mailed by the Army Training Support Center (ATSC) to students who have a reserved seat in the Army Training Requirements and Resources System (ATRRS) on the report date. Instructions for completing the lessons and taking the examination will be included in the packet.  The Phase I test is online at http://www.atsc.army.mil/accp/aipdnew.asp.  Students must complete this phase before the start of Phase II.  Procedures for Phase II will vary according to the method of instruction.
Every student is encouraged to read the welcome letter and information documents.  They contain valuable information and requirements that must be met for successful completion of the course.  Links are also provided to Phase II reference material, course development cell representatives, and training sites.
