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United States Army Sergeants Major Academy (USASMA)
Provides a unique opportunity for selected noncommissioned officers to engage in studies which broaden their educational horizons.  This ultimately prepares them for positions of greater responsibility throughout the defense establish​ment.
The US Army established the Noncommissioned Officer Education System (NCOES) in 1981.  This system consists of four progressive levels of instruction (Primary, Basic, Advanced, and Senior).  This system prepares noncommissioned officers to assume positions of increasing responsibility compatible with their career development and grade progression.  The Sergeants Major Course represents the capstone of the NCOES and provides the pinnacle of formal military schooling for the career noncommissioned officer.
The United States Army Sergeants Major Academy was established 1 July 1972, began its academics in February 1973, with a curriculum designed to broaden the student's already acquired knowl​edge and skills.
In order to accommodate students who are unable to attend the Sergeants Major Resident Course, and to broaden the availability of training, the Army developed the Sergeants Major Nonresident Course (SM NRC).  The first SM NRC class was held in August 1974.
