MOSC 19K3O. Perform duties as tank/MGS commander. Direct deployment of personnel, and vehicle in combat operations and training exercises. Evaluate terrain and selected routes, areas and firing positions. Identifies and selects targets. Issues fire commands. Directs fire of tank weapons. Supervises training of tank/MGS crew. Conducts battle drills. Requests, observes, and adjusts supporting fire. Responds to direction from platoon leader and Platoon Sergeant. Coordinates action of vehicle within  platoon and supporting elements. Plan movement routes. Supervise crew operator maintenance. Coordinates requirements for unit maintenance. Supervises camouflage of equipment. Evaluates work performance of subordinate crewmembers. Ensure collection and proper reporting of intelligence data to unit and responsible staff sections.  Supervises operation of support platoon class III/V squads.
