SQUAD LEADER
The squad leaders are the first line supervises and is a critical link in the NCO channel. They live and work with their soldiers every day and are responsible for their health, welfare and safety. The squad leaders ensure that their soldiers meet standards in personal appearance and teach them to maintain and account for their individual and unit equipment and property. They enforces standards and develops and trains soldiers daily in MOS skills and unit missions; teaches individual and collective training, develops unit cohesion, fosters the values of loyalty and commitment and builds spirit and confidence. The NCO evaluates performance oriented training and through coaching and counseling grooms young soldiers for future positions of increased responsibility. Squad leaders teach everything from the making of sound and timely decisions to physical training to ethics and values. The staff sergeants are the basic trainer of today’s soldiers and are normally part of a platoon size element.
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
