Child Abuse Prevention and Investigative Techniques (CAPIT)
Course Description: Training focuses on the conduct of interviews, gathering of physical evidence, sensitivity to the needs of victims, and non-offending parents, and specific legal considerations as they pertain to the investigation of child abuse. The role of the investigator on the multi-disciplinary Family Advocacy Team is emphasized.
Course Prerequisites: None

Restrictions: SPC (E-4) through SFC (E-7). Military Police personnel with additional skill identifier (ASI) V5, and 31D with a minimum of one year investigative experience.
