SFC Special Assignments

Special Housing Unit (SHU) Supervisor - This NCO is responsible for the management and operation of the SHU area where prisoners (i.e., assaultive, suicidal) requiring special consideration are housed including death sentence and protective custody prisoners.

Domicile Supervisor:  Performs duties as a Housing Unit NCOIC for medium, minimum inside only and minimum housing units within the United States Disciplinary Barracks, the DoD’s only maximum security correctional institution which houses more than 510 felony inmates; directly responsible for the custody, control, health, welfare, safety and security of more than 140 inmates; directly responsible for the coordination and management of inmate activities to include housing, employment, appointments, education, recreation, nutrition, and visitation; responsible for the administration of institutional plans, policies, procedures and directives to meet corrective goals; responsible for the safety and security of 6 Correctional staff members.

Prisoner Services NCO –The principle NCO in an I/R facility responsible for the supervision and establishment of all administrative, logistical and food service operations.  Supervises 5-20 cadre personnel in a variety of MOSs.

Operations NCO – This NCO is responsible for personnel and administrative actions of all Soldiers assigned to include coordinating, formulating, and publishing operational guidance in conjunction with training requirements and missions for an organization.  

Training NCO – This NCO is responsible for training requirements, of all Soldiers assigned to include formulating and publishing unit training schedules; coordinates common task testing and Sergeants Time Training; request military schools allocations for an organization.
