Generalized daily duties and scope: (USAR only). CA Specialist assigned to a tactical CA team.  Trains and maintains proficiency in all major duties. Maintains and operates various voice and data communication devices. Operates automated data processing equipment and various computer programs. Assist in the conduct of assessments, coordination, analysis, production and process of civil affairs related products for Area of Operations (AO) and actions supporting the conduct of CAO and CMO.

    (1)  Soldiers should study and master the following military publications: FM 3–05.40 (FM 41–10); FM 3–05.401; STP 21–1, STP 21–1–SMCT Warrior Skill Level 1; FM 3–21.5; FM 3–25.26; FM 21–20; FM 4–25.11,; FM 21–75; AR 670–1; all -10 level maintenance manuals associated with their equipment; and battle drills associated with their current assignment. 
      (2)  The following books are suggested for self-development: Art of War by Sun Tzu, The Forgotten Soldier by Sajer, Guy and The Killer Angels by Shaara, Michael. CSA Reading List, AKO, General Army Links, Army Leadership contains additional reading material for self-development. 
(3)  PV1-CPLs are required to successfully complete Advanced Individual Training (AIT) or 38B10 Reclassification Training, and should attend Warrior Leader Course (WLC) when available.  
      (4)  The OPTEMPO of tactical assignments may limit the opportunity for civilian education; however, those Soldiers willing to make the required sacrifices should seize the available opportunities. CLEP and DANTES are available for those Soldiers unable to pursue formal civilian courses. These self-development options are based on the Soldier’s own desire to excel. Ample opportunities exist for Soldiers to participate in various correspondence courses to accomplish individual educational objectives.
