Generalized daily duties and scope: (USAR only). Supervises and performs all duties of preceding skill level. Coordinates resources required to support Civil Military Operations Center (CMOCs). Coordinates and participates in assessments. Assist in evaluating analyzing and production of CA area studies and CMO estimates. Assist in conducting liaison and coordinates with representatives of U.S. Government/Department of Defense (DoD) agencies and other agencies/organizations. Reports on actions required to support the conduct of CAO and CMO.

    (1)  Sergeants should study and master the following military publications: FM 3–05.40 (FM 41–10) ; FM 3–05.401; STP 21–24; FM 1; FM 3–0; FM 6–22; FM 7–0; FM 7–1; all -10 level maintenance manuals associated with their equipment and battle drills associated with their current assignment.      
       (2)  The following books are suggested reading for self-development: Common Sense Training by Collins, Presidio Press, 1980; Small Unit Leadership by Malone, Mike; readings on famous military leaders (that is, Napoleon, Grant, Lee, Pershing, Patton, Bradley, Ridgeway, Westmoreland, and Schwartzkopf); The Story of the Noncommissioned Officer Corps (USA Center of Military History, 70–38); Infantry Attacks by Rommel; and When Bad Things Happen to Good People byKushner, Harold S. CSA Reading List, AKO, General Army Links, Army Leadership contains
additional reading material for self-development.
(3)  SGTs are required to successfully complete Warrior Leader Course (WLC) or, and should attend Advance Leader Course (ALC) when available.  
      (4)  The OPTEMPO of operational assignments may limit the opportunity for civilian education; however, those sergeants willing to make the required sacrifices should seize the available opportunities. Pursuing a college education at this level is not a mandatory requirement but one that will place you above your peers. Soldiers should plan their
college program around a degree that relates to their MOS using information provided on the SOCAD Web site.
