The Sabalauski Air Assault School (TSAAS) is a United States Army Forces Command (FORSCOM) Tables of Distribution and Allowances (TDA) unit that trains leaders and Soldiers assigned to the 101st Airborne Division (Air Assault), other Army units, and United States Services in several courses annually. These courses include: Air Assault, Pathfinder, Basic Airborne and Jumpmaster Refresher, Rappel Master, FRIES/SPIES Master courses and the Division IRT. Scope

This course teaches Air Assault skills, techniques, procedures, and qualifies Soldiers for the Air Assault

Reporting time
Students will report to BLDG # 6883 Air Assault Street, Fort Campbell KY 42223. Students will park in the student parking lot and in-processing will take place at the arches the morning of day zero. Classes that start from 1 Apr through 30 Sep (Summer Schedule) show time, from 0430-0445, and in-processing will begin promptly at 0500. Classes that start, between 1 Oct through 31 Mar (Winter Schedule) show time between 0730-0745 in-processing will begin promptly at 0800. Note: Students that fail to meet in-processing times will not be admitted into the course.

Registration: Each major unit and separate brigade requesting a seat in the course will provide a FC Form 4137 to TSAAS Operations NCOIC, Building 6883, on post Soldiers NLT 1200, 3 DUTY days prior to the class start date, off post Soldiers NLT 1200 5 DUTY days prior to the class start date. Note: Do not attempt to enroll service members into the course through ATRRS. TSAAS will enroll them into ATRRS for the course once the FC 4137 has been approved. 
Reporting: Students will report to BLDG # 6883 Air Assault Street, Fort Campbell KY 42223. Students will park in the student parking lot and in-processing will take place at the arches the morning of day zero. Classes that start from 1 Apr through 30 Sep (Summer Schedule) show time, from 0430-0445, and in-processing will begin promptly at 0500. Classes that start, between 1 Oct through 31 Mar (Winter Schedule) show time between 0730-0745 in-processing will begin promptly at 0800. Note: Students that fail to meet in-processing times will not be admitted into the course.

Text Prerequisites

Recommended by the commander and rated excellent in conduct and efficiency after a minimum of 30 days of assessment in the unit.

Successfully completed a 12-mile foot march (with 35 lbs of equipment) in 3 hours, within 90 days of the course start date, and negotiated TSAAS Obstacle Course within 60 days of the course start date, each event conducted by the individual Soldier's unit. In addition, the first line supervisor/squad leader is required to inspect the Soldier's uniform and equipment prior to attending TSAAS within 30 days of the course start date.

Pass the APFT within 30 days of the course start date.

Meet height/weight standards IAW AR 600-9. A copy of DA Form 5500-R (Body Fat Content Worksheet - Male) or DA Form 5501-R (Body Fat Content Worksheet - Female) must be attached to FC Form 4137 if the Soldier exceeds the height/weight standards. This worksheet is mandatory and the packet will not be accepted for processing without it.

Soldier cannot be on profile (except a shaving profile or corrected hearing profile) and must have a current physical on file.

Soldiers over the age of 40 must be medically screened and cleared by a doctor or Physician's Assistant (PA) to attend TSAAS. This screening is mandatory for processing and recorded on a DD Form 689 (Individual Sick call Slip) and must be completed within 30 days of the course start date. Soldiers cannot have been diagnosed as a hot weather injury (summer schedule classes) or cold weather injury (winter schedule classes) within six months of start date. If they have been, they must be medically screened and cleared by a doctor or PA to attend TSAAS.

All eyewear must be IAW AR 670-1 and CAM Pam 600-1. Note: No contact lens of any type may be worn while attending TSAAS. Military issue glasses preferred. Suitable civilian frames are authorized.
