Course: 2E-SI5Q/011-ASIF7
Course Scope:
Provides Commander technical expertise in planning and executing air movement, air assault, airborne, and air re-supply operations for rotary or fixed wing aircraft; interfaces between Army Aviation/USAF units and supported commander; prepares air mission brief and air movement annex; provides technical advice, inspects and supervises the execution of sling-load operations; provides trained personnel to assist with the mission of USAF combat control team; selects, marks, and controls helicopter day and night landing and pick-up zones; selects, marks, and controls fixed-wing day and night drop zones for airborne personnel and equipment; provides air traffic control and navigational assistance to aircraft within an operational site control zone; provides USAF aircraft terminal guidance for deployment of the airborne force; conducts Drop Zone Survey operations; certify in the use of Ground Marker Release System (GMRS), Computed Air Release Point (CARP), and Verbally Initiated Release System (VIRS) for rotary and fixed-wing aircraft airdrop operations.

Students scheduled to attend Pathfinder training must report to Bldg 2593 NLT 0630 hours on their designated report date (Monday).
Student inprocessing will begin promptly at 0700 hours on Monday. Students failing to arrive on time will be authorized to enter the course.

All applicants must have passed a valid Pathfinder physical within five years, have a minimum profile serial of 111121 and have no speech impediment. Physicals for airborne qualified personnel must indicate "cleared to participate in airborne operations."

Each student must have the following in their possession upon their arrival at Fort Benning:

1. Ten copies of orders assigning or attaching the Soldier to 1/507th IN (ABN) for Pathfinder training.
2. ERB for enlisted Soldiers annotating valid physical dates and GT scores.
3. Copy of an airborne qualified physical and DA Form 705 (APFT scorecard).
4. Current ID Card.
5. ID tags.

Clothing for inclement weather training is the student's responsibility.

NOTE: Contact lenses of any type are not to be worn during training per AR 40-5 and 40-63. Eyeglasses will be military issue (2 pair).

Students attending Pathfinder School must be on full per diem because of training schedule conflictions.
Text Prerequisites
Active Army, Reserve, or National Guard Warrant Officers assigned to or en-route to a billet requiring Pathfinder skills. Warrant Officers (WO1-WO3) with MOSs 180A, or 921A may attend. All applicants must have passed a valid physical within five years, have a minimum profile serial of 111121 and have no speech impediment. Physicals for airborne qualified personnel must indicate "cleared to participate in airborne operations." Applicants must have one year service remaining on active duty upon completion of the course.
