Course Title: RANGER

Course Scope:

The U.S. Army's Ranger Course develops the combat arms related functional skills, of officer and enlisted volunteers who are eligible for assignment to units whose primary mission is to engage in the close-combat, and direct fire battle in order to return to the Army a mentally and physically tough leader capable of (planning, organizing, and executing) a small unit combat operation in any environment.

The Ranger Course consists of three phases. The first phase (Benning), is conducted at Fort Benning, Georgia for 20 days. The second phase (Mountain), is conducted near Dahlonega in the mountains of North Georgia for 21 days. The third and final phase (Swamp/Jungle/Urban), is conducted at Eglin Air Force Base in the North Western Florida for 18 days. Two days at the end of the course are used for out - processing and graduation.

Students reporting to the Ranger Training Brigade that do not meet the prerequisites stated, above (e.g., medical documentation, and equipment) may be sent back to their units. 

REPORTING TIMES: Incoming students report the day prior (REPORT DATE) to the Start Date (Day 1) of the Ranger Class they are attending at 1300 to the SDNCO in ACUs at RTB HQs Camp Rogers, Bldg 5024. In-processing immediately follows sign-in. Each Student must bring five copies of orders assigning them to the Ranger Course; DD Form 1610 is the responsibility of the sending unit. Students are not required to be Airborne Qualified, but are encouraged to attend Airborne School prior to attending the Ranger Course.

MEDICAL: Medical fitness standards will be in accordance with AR 40-501, chapters 2 and 5-3, and performed IAW Chapter 8. All personnel must arrive with an original physical examination(DD 2807-1 and DD 2808) signed by a Physician (MD or DO),dated within 18 months of their reporting date, stating the applicant is medically qualified for attendance at Ranger School. EFFECTIVE IMMEDIATELY ALL students must arrive with a completed Medical Screening Form for Ranger Course which can be found at https://www.benning.army.mil/rtb/rtbmain.asp.

The following lab test results are required- Age 34 and younger: Urinalysis with microscopy, HIV (within 2 years),Hematocrit (HCT),and Sickle-Dex. Age 35 and older: The above criteria with the addition of Fasting Blood Sugar, Fasting Lipid Panel, Complete Blood Count (CBC), Electrocardiogram, and Rectal exam with Hemoccult testing. The requirements in paragraph 8-25d, AR 40-501, for indications of medical follow-up for elevated or abnormal tests will be followed on Ranger applicants age 35 and older. Results of follow-up will be forwarded with the medical examination to the Ranger School for review. Original lab work must accompany physical.

All soldiers require a dental examination with Dentist signature on block #83b of DD Form 2808. Additionally, the unit must provide a letter signed by the commander or DENTAC supervisor verifying that a current PANOREX (X-Ray) exists at home station and is available from sending unit upon request.

Those enlisted personnel of any MOS or specialty assigned to Ranger Coded positions within the 75th Ranger Regiment or Ranger Training Brigade (RTB) may attend. Enlisted applicants in the grade of E-3 not assigned to the 75th Ranger Regiment or Ranger Training Brigade must submit request for waiver to the chain of command. Request for wavier must be endorsed by the Company, Battalion, and Brigade/Regimental Commanders. The waiver will include the most recent APFT and time served in a leadership position. The RTB commander will review and declare eligibility of the applicant prior to the individual reporting for Ranger Training. Approved waiver must accompany application for quotas to the Ranger Course. The applicant must bring a copy of the waiver for in-processing into the Ranger Course. The request for waiver will be in standard memorandum format stating the students standard name line, circumstances and the class date the student will attend.
