DON A LIFE JACKET
Instructions:  You are to don a life jacket  Begin the task by looking at the tag to insure that it will be on the inside when the life jacket is worn.  The task is completed when you have checked the light and whistle.

PERFORMANCE MEASURES


a.  Looks at white tag on bottom of the life jacket to insure that it will be worn on the inside (next to body).


b.  Puts arms through armholes.


c.  Pulls jacket up around shoulders (white tag will be against lower  back).


d.  Secure chest strap.  You should adjust the strap to make it tight when buckled.


e.  Grasp and extend the leg straps, passing them from front to rear, under the buttocks, then forward between the legs.  Tuck all loose tapes into pockets, shirt or pants.

NOTE:  If time is insufficient to properly adjust the preserver before immersion, adjust the leg straps for comfort when the wearer is in the water.


f.  Pass leg straps through the D-rings, pulling them snug.  Do not cross straps.  Secure strap going under left buttock and between legs on wearer's left side.  Secure strap going under right buttock and between legs on wearer's right side.


g.  To allow for quick release of the leg straps from the D-rings, return the end through the outside D-ring.


h.  Pull the waist drawstrings tight and secure with a bow knot.


i.  Pull the upper front tapes snug and secure with a bow knot.  Do not pass these tapes through the D-rings.


j.  Cross collar tapes and pass them through two metal D-rings near wearer's throat.  Pull them snug, securing them with a bow knot.


k.  Check whistle and distress light for proper operation and/or expiration date.

Standard:  Individual must correctly complete all performance measures IAW FM 55-502.

2.*
DON AN IMMERSION SUIT
Instructions:  You are to don an immersion suit.  Begin the task by quickly reading the instruction on the suit's carrying bag.  The task is complete when the collar is inflated.

Equipment Needed:  Immersion suit, applicable manufacturer's instructions and vessel standing operating procedures.

CAUTION:  When wearing the suit, extreme caution should be taken to avoid sharp, protruding objects that may snag or tear the suit.

NOTE:  During training, use plastic bags to cover feet or footwear (if worn) to prevent tearing the suit.

PERFORMANCE MEASURES

a.  Removes suit from the bag with a sharp jerk of the stowage bag.


b.  Removes footwear.


c.  Don suit in the same fashion as donning coveralls.


d.  Don the hood before you zip up the suit.


e.  Close the zipper completely with a slow even pull.  To avoid problems in zipping up the suit, arch your back to remove wrinkles in the fabric.


f.  Close the spray shield and inflate the collar for additional flotation.


g.  Check whistle and distress light for proper operation and/or expiration date.

Standards:  You must demonstrate the necessary skills to don an immersion suit.  After use the zipper must be lubricated, and the suit properly dried, folded and repacked IAW FM 55-502.

STAND IN PORT WATCH
Instructions:  You are detailed to stand an in-port security watch.

Standard:  Individual must be correctly complete the task during daylight hours and hours of darkness in accordance with the procedures outlined in FM 55-501 and Standing Operating Procedures.

4.
RECOGNIZE VESSEL FIRE AND SAFETY HAZARDS
Instructions:  You are to identify, correct (if possible) and report any safety hazards to the watch officer.

Performance Measures

As a minimum, the individual should recognize, correct and report the following safety hazards:


a.  Improperly placed stanchions and life lines.


b.  Open personnel access hatches and doors that are not properly secured with locking pins or dogs.


c.  Substances on decks which may cause someone to slip or trip.


d.  Frayed or loose electrical wiring.


e.  Combustible materials not properly stored.


f.  Items not secured prior to getting underway.

Standard:  The task must be completed in accordance with Standing Operating Procedures.

CONSTRUCT A BOWLINE
Instructions:  You are to construct a bowline.

Standard:  Individual must correctly complete the task IAW FM 55-501.

6.
MAKE A CLOVE HITCH
Instructions:  You are to make a clove hitch around a round piece of stock.

Standard:  Individual must correctly complete the task IAW FM 55-501.

7.
MAKE A SQUARE KNOT
Instructions:  You are to join two lines of equal size using a square knot.

Standard:  Individual must correctly complete the task IAW FM 55-501.

8.*
OPERATE OXYGEN BREATHING APPARATUS (OBA)
Instructions:  You are to operate the OBA during a fire drill.  The task begins when you hear the sounding of the fire alarm.  The task is completed when you have properly disposed of the canister after use.

Equipment Required:

· OBA.

· Chemical canister.

· Safety line.

· Protective gloves.

· CLEAN, dry container.

Personnel Required:  A crew member to assist in donning OBA and tend safety line.

PERFORMANCE MEASURES


a.  Dons OBA.


b.  Tightens all body straps for a snug but comfortable fit.


c.  Puts head harness under the left shoulder strap to free hands.


d.  Removes metal cap on canister.  (May use training canister)


e.   Properly releases bail.


f.  Swings the bail outward.


g.  Inserts canister into the canister guard.


h.  Swings the bail back in place.


i.  Pushes in the canister as far as possible.


j.  Insures bail is properly tightened and the canister is firmly inserted.


k.  Dons the face mask.


l.  Adjusts the face mask straps for an airtight fit.


m.  Starts the candle by pulling lanyard away from the body.


n.  Sets timer for 60 minutes.


o.  Backs off timer to 30 minutes.


p.  Attaches safety line.  Insures line tender understands line pull signalling system.

NOTE:  If breathing bags become over inflated, let some of the air out by lifting the face mask slightly or depressing the vent valve.


q.  After operation prepares to dispose of canister by donning protective gloves.

CAUTION:  The canister may be extremely hot and the chemicals inside 

the canister can cause serious chemical burns if they get on your skin.  You must dispose of an OBA quick starting canister as soon as possible after it has been used or when the copper foil seal has been punctured.

SAFETY NOTE:  Extreme care should be used when performing this portion of the task.  If the canister comes in contact with a petroleum based substance, the canister can become highly explosive and cause serious injury.


r.  Releases bail and swings bail outward.


s.  Leans upper body slightly forward.  Pull the canister release strap.  The canister will drop out of the apparatus.  Drop the canister ONLY into a clean dry container or a clean dry deck.


t.  Lets the canister cool down for at least 30 minutes.  When the canister is cool enough to handle, place a metal cap on the neck to cover the punctured copper-foil seal.  Then double wrap the canister in a poly bag, store it in a dry, oil-free area.


u.  Disposes of the canister IAW unit SOP for hazardous materials.

Standard:  Individual must complete all performance measures IAW FM 55-502, safely, correctly, and in the proper sequence.

9.*
REACT TO EMERGENCY DRILLS
Instructions:  You are to perform the tasks assigned you on the station bill for fire and abandon ship drills.  You must also properly react to a man overboard drill and demonstrate a good working knowledge of all emergency stations.  You must identify all fire and FM-200 pull stations

Standard:  The task must be completed in accordance with FM 55-501, Applicable TM and barge SOP.  Individual must wear the correct clothing when responding and correctly perform their duties as listed on the station bill; emphasis should be on correct response to a variety of situations for example, fire in galley, crew's quarters or engine room; collision drill; abandon ship drill during daytime and hours of darkness.

10.*
HANDLE MOORING LINES
Instructions:  You are to put out and make fast enough mooring lines to prevent your vessel from drifting forward, astern, or out from it's mooring.  Begin the task by passing a mooring line by name and number according to location and direction of lead from vessel.  The sequence will be determined by the bridge.  The task is completed when you have made all lines fast and adjusted them until vessel is in correct position.

Equipment Required:

· BD.

· Mooring lines made up with permanent eyes.

· Heaving line.

Testing Conditions Required:

· Daylight hours.

· Hours of darkness.

CAUTION:  Failure of synthetic lines under high tensile loads can be extremely dangerous.  Stay out of bights and danger areas where failed lines will snapback.

PERFORMANCE MEASURES


a.  Passes a mooring line by name and number according to location and direction of lead from vessel.  See FM 55-501 for names and descriptions of lines and their positions on the vessel.


b.  Fakes each line near the chock through which it will pass.


c.  Passes each eye through its chock and lays it back aboard across the lifeline.  Attaches heaving lines if directed.


d.  Passes lines to moorings or line handlers on shore when vessel is  close enough to do so using heaving lines when needed.


e.  Prevents vessel from drifting astern by use of forward springs and bow line.


f.  Prevents vessel from drifting ahead by use of after spring line and stern line.


g.  Prevents vessel from drifting out from mooring by use of breast lines.


h.  Adjusts lines until vessel is in correct position.


i.  Makes all lines fast.

Standard:  Individual must correctly complete the task without injury to personnel or damage to equipment.

11.*
MAINTAIN AND STOW, SLINGS, SPREADER BARS, AND TOP HANDLERS
Instructions:  You are to maintain and properly stow all cargo handling gear.

Standard:  Individual must correctly maintain and stow all cargo handling gear IAW manufactures instructions and vessel SOP.

DEMONSTRATE KNOWLEDGE OF THE VESSEL'S ARRANGEMENT

During actual emergencies you may be forced to use alternative routes to escape from any space (compartment) due to the results of collision, battle, fire or flooding damage.

PERFORMANCE MEASURES

Identify and locate all spaces or compartments listed below; and exit or escape from THEM (by the safest, most direct route).


a.  Operators Cab.


b.  Living Quarters Level.


c.  Main Deck - All compartments, doors, scuttles, hatches, ladders, stowage (hazardous and no hazardous and equipment spaces;  galley, sick bay, bos'n locker, paint locker, forward DC locker, etc.


d.  Engineering Spaces - Engine Operating Station, escape hatch, forward machinery spaces, fire pump space, and so on.

Standard:  Individual must demonstrate knowledge of the arrangement of all decks, compartments and spaces; and the ability to exit or escape from those spaces by the safest, most direct route, without error or injury.

13.
MAINTAIN FIRE FIGHTING EQUIPMENT
Instructions:  You are to perform required maintenance on the vessel's fire fighting equipment as directed by your supervisor.

Standard:  The task must be completed in accordance with FM 55-501, and applicable manufacturer's manuals.

14.
MAINTAIN LIFESAVING EQUIPMENT
Instructions:  You are to perform required maintenance on the vessel's lifesaving equipment as directed by your supervisor.

Standard:  The task must be completed in accordance with FM 55-502 and applicable manufacturer's manuals.

15.
COMPLY WITH POLLUTION CONTROL AND ABATEMENT REGULATIONS
Instructions:  You are to comply with the pollution control measures in TB 55-1900-206-14, and unit Standing Operating Procedures in handling and disposing of pollutants aboard your vessel.  Report to the MSE any on board or overboard leaks and/or spills that may pollute the water.  Begin the task by inspecting for pollution hazards.  The task is completed when you have followed the procedures listed in the TB and unit SOP, and reported any leaks or spills.

NOTE:  For this task, pollutants include oil, paint, and garbage.

Standards:  Individual must correctly identify, handle and report any pollutants including leaks and/or spills that might pollute the water.

16.*
OPERATE 1MC COMMUNICATION SYSTEM
Instructions:  You are to perform normal ship board communication using the 1MC system.

Equipment Required:  Barge Derrick, 1MC commo gear.

PERFORMANCE MEASURES

Communicate with other crew members various locations on board the barge.

Standards:  You have completed this task when you have show the ability to efficiently communicate with other crew members on board using the 1MC.

DEMONSTRATE THE STEPS REQUIRED TO ACTIVATE THE CO2  FIXED FIRE FIGHTING SYSTEM
Instructions:  You must demonstrate the steps, in the proper order, that are required to activate the fixed fire fighting system in the generator compartment.  You must show the locations of all three sites where the system can be activated.

Equipment Required:  Barge Derrick

Personnel Required:  Crew members to act as casualties in the engine room.

PERFORMANCE MEASURES

NOTE:  You must first show the sequence to activate the fixed fire system from outside the generator room door.


a.  Make sure that the generator room is evacuated.


b.  Close all doors and  other openings to the protected area.

NOTE:  The generator must now be shut down by means of the pull cord located ouside of the generator room door above the fixed system pull boxes. 


c.  On the pull box marked “Valve Release”, grasp handle firmly and pull handle away from box approximately 4 to 6 inches. 


d.  On the pull box marked “ Cylinder Release”, grasp handle firmly and pull handle away from box approximately 4 to 6 inches.


e.  Alarm siren will sound in Generator room and discharge of CO2 will be delayed for 30 seconds       to allow for any further evacuation of the area protected. 


f.  In case of failure of remote controls you must now go to the CO2 cylinder room and operate the system in accordance with the instructions at that location.

From the CO2 cylinder room:

· Ensure that the generator room is evacuated.

· Close all doors and openings to the protected area.

· Open ½” control valve by control head on to of valves.

· Open CO2 control cylinders by operating cylinder control heads on side of control cylinder valves.

· Alarm siren will sound in the generator room and discharge of CO2 will be delayed 30 seconds.

Now simulate activation of the system from the CIC:

· Generator room must be in alarm.

· Ensure that the space is evacuated.

· Close all doors and openings.

· Lift cover and operate switch.

Standards:  You have completed this task when you have demonstrated a thorough knowledge of this system and it’s proper and safe activation in case of fire.  
18.*
OPERATE DC EMERGENCY LIGHTING
Instructions:  Demonstrate the ability to operate the emergency DC lighting.   

Equipment Required:  Barge Derrick.

PERFORMANCES MEASURES

You are to demonstrate the steps required to operate you vessel's emergency lighting.

Standards:  Task is complete when you have activated the emergency lighting.

DEMONSTRATE A THROUGH KNOWLEDGE OF ALL SAFETY PRECAUTIONS REQUIRED DURING LIFT OPERATIONS
Instructions:  Individual must demonstrate to his/her supervisor the the individual has a complete understanding of all Warnings, Cautions and Notices that deal with the prevention of personal injury before, during and after lift operations.

Standard:  Individual must correctly complete the task IAW Operation and Maintenance manual without injury to personnel or damage to equipment.

ASSIST IN CONTROLLING SLING LOADS WITH TAG LINES
Instructions:  You are to assist in controlling sling loads with tag lines and follow Bos'n's instructions.

Standard:  You have completed this task when you demonstrate the ability to safely perform as tag line handler.

DEMONSTRATE KNOWLEDGE OF THE USE OF THE EMERGENCY ESCAPE BREATHING APPARATUS
Instructions:  You are to review the instructions on utilizing the Scott Protective Breathing Equipment (EEBA).  While doing this task you should inspect the unit to make sure it is intact and has not been tampered with.  

NOTE:  Make sure that the storage compartment for the EEBA is not used for other items.

Equipment Required:  Scott EEBA

PERFORMANCE REQUIREMENTS

NOTE:  Remember that this only a simulation of the steps necessary to place the EEBA into operation.


a.  Simulate removal of the unit from the case.


b.  Simulate tearing off the red pull strip and remove the unit from the bag.


c.  Simulate pulling out the activation ring.

CAUTION:  You should only use the EEBA from this point on if you can hear the sound of gas flow in the unit.  If you do not hear this, the EEBA should not be used.


d.  If you hear the sound of gas flow in the unit you can now pull the hood across your face and over your head.


e.  Now pull down until the headband firmly engages forehead.

NOTE:  Remove all hair and clothing between neck and seal.


f.  Make sure that neck seal makes firm contact around neck.


g.  Remember that normal operation causes the sound of gas flow in the hood.  If the flow stops for any reason you should move to a non hazardous area and remove the hood.

PERFORM CRANE PRE-START PROCEDURES

NOTICE

Standards:  You are to complete the above steps without injury to personnel, or damage to equipment.

DON A LIFE JACKET
Instructions:  You are to don a life jacket  Begin the task by looking at the tag to insure that it will be on the inside when the life jacket is worn.  The task is completed when you have checked the light and whistle.

PERFORMANCE MEASURES


a.  Looks at white tag on bottom of the life jacket to insure that it will be worn on the inside (next to body).


b.  Puts arms through armholes.


c.  Pulls jacket up around shoulders (white tag will be against lower  back).


d.  Secure chest strap.  You should adjust the strap to make it tight when buckled.


e.  Grasp and extend the leg straps, passing them from front to rear, under the buttocks, then forward between the legs.  Tuck all loose tapes into pockets, shirt or pants.

NOTE:  If time is insufficient to properly adjust the preserver before immersion, adjust the leg straps for comfort when the wearer is in the water.


f.  Pass leg straps through the D-rings, pulling them snug.  Do not cross straps.  Secure strap going under left buttock and between legs on wearer's left side.  Secure strap going under right buttock and between legs on wearer's right side.


g.  To allow for quick release of the leg straps from the D-rings, return the end through the outside D-ring.


h.  Pull the waist drawstrings tight and secure with a bow knot.


i.  Pull the upper front tapes snug and secure with a bow knot.  Do not pass these tapes through the D-rings.


j.  Cross collar tapes and pass them through two metal D-rings near wearer's throat.  Pull them snug, securing them with a bow knot.


k.  Check whistle and distress light for proper operation and/or expiration date.

Standard:  Individual must correctly complete all performance measures IAW FM 55-502.

DON AN IMMERSION SUIT
Instructions:  You are to don an immersion suit.  Begin the task by quickly reading the instruction on the suit's carrying bag.  The task is complete when the collar is inflated.

Equipment Needed:  Immersion suit, applicable manufacturer's instructions and vessel standing operating procedures.

CAUTION:  When wearing the suit, extreme caution should be taken to avoid sharp, protruding objects that may snag or tear the suit.

NOTE:  During training, use plastic bags to cover feet or footwear (if worn) to prevent tearing the suit.

PERFORMANCE MEASURES

a.  Removes suit from the bag with a sharp jerk of the stowage bag.


b.  Removes footwear.


c.  Don suit in the same fashion as donning coveralls.


d.  Don the hood before you zip up the suit.


e.  Close the zipper completely with a slow even pull.  To avoid problems in zipping up the suit, arch your back to remove wrinkles in the fabric.


f.  Close the spray shield and inflate the collar for additional flotation.


g.  Check whistle and distress light for proper operation and/or expiration date.

Standards:  You must demonstrate the necessary skills to don an immersion suit.  After use the zipper must be lubricated, and the suit properly dried, folded and repacked IAW FM 55-502.

STAND IN PORT WATCH
Instructions:  You are detailed to stand an in-port security watch.

Standard:  Individual must be correctly complete the task during daylight hours and hours of darkness in accordance with the procedures outlined in FM 55-501 and Standing Operating Procedures.

RECOGNIZE VESSEL FIRE AND SAFETY HAZARDS
Instructions:  You are to identify, correct (if possible) and report any safety hazards to the watch officer.

Performance Measures

As a minimum, the individual should recognize, correct and report the following safety hazards:


a.  Improperly placed stanchions and life lines.


b.  Open personnel access hatches and doors that are not properly secured with locking pins or dogs.


c.  Substances on decks which may cause someone to slip or trip.


d.  Frayed or loose electrical wiring.


e.  Combustible materials not properly stored.


f.  Items not secured prior to getting underway.

Standard:  The task must be completed in accordance with Standing Operating Procedures.

Instructions:  You are to construct a bowline.

Standard:  Individual must correctly complete the task IAW FM 55-501.

Instructions:  You are to make a clove hitch around a round piece of stock.

Standard:  Individual must correctly complete the task IAW FM 55-501.

MAKE A SQUARE KNOT
Instructions:  You are to join two lines of equal size using a square knot.

Standard:  Individual must correctly complete the task IAW FM 55-501.

OPERATE OXYGEN BREATHING APPARATUS (OBA)
Instructions:  You are to operate the OBA during a fire drill.  The task begins when you hear the sounding of the fire alarm.  The task is completed when you have properly disposed of the canister after use.

Equipment Required:

· OBA.

· Chemical canister.

· Safety line.

· Protective gloves.

· CLEAN, dry container.

Personnel Required:  A crew member to assist in donning OBA and tend safety line.

PERFORMANCE MEASURES


a.  Dons OBA.


b.  Tightens all body straps for a snug but comfortable fit.


c.  Puts head harness under the left shoulder strap to free hands.


d.  Removes metal cap on canister.  (May use training canister)


e.   Properly releases bail.


f.  Swings the bail outward.


g.  Inserts canister into the canister guard.


h.  Swings the bail back in place.


i.  Pushes in the canister as far as possible.


j.  Insures bail is properly tightened and the canister is firmly inserted.


k.  Dons the face mask.


l.  Adjusts the face mask straps for an airtight fit.


m.  Starts the candle by pulling lanyard away from the body.


n.  Sets timer for 60 minutes.


o.  Backs off timer to 30 minutes.


p.  Attaches safety line.  Insures line tender understands line pull signalling system.

NOTE:  If breathing bags become over inflated, let some of the air out by lifting the face mask slightly or depressing the vent valve.


q.  After operation prepares to dispose of canister by donning protective gloves.

CAUTION:  The canister may be extremely hot and the chemicals inside 

the canister can cause serious chemical burns if they get on your skin.  You must dispose of an OBA quick starting canister as soon as possible after it has been used or when the copper foil seal has been punctured.

SAFETY NOTE:  Extreme care should be used when performing this portion of the task.  If the canister comes in contact with a petroleum based substance, the canister can become highly explosive and cause serious injury.


r.  Releases bail and swings bail outward.


s.  Leans upper body slightly forward.  Pull the canister release strap.  The canister will drop out of the apparatus.  Drop the canister ONLY into a clean dry container or a clean dry deck.


t.  Lets the canister cool down for at least 30 minutes.  When the canister is cool enough to handle, place a metal cap on the neck to cover the punctured copper-foil seal.  Then double wrap the canister in a poly bag, store it in a dry, oil-free area.


u.  Disposes of the canister IAW unit SOP for hazardous materials.

Standard:  Individual must complete all performance measures IAW FM 55-502, safely, correctly, and in the proper sequence.

9.*
REACT TO EMERGENCY DRILLS
Instructions:  You are to perform the tasks assigned you on the station bill for fire and abandon ship drills.  You must also properly react to a man overboard drill and demonstrate a good working knowledge of all emergency stations.  You must identify all fire and FM-200 pull stations

Standard:  The task must be completed in accordance with FM 55-501, Applicable TM and barge SOP.  Individual must wear the correct clothing when responding and correctly perform their duties as listed on the station bill; emphasis should be on correct response to a variety of situations for example, fire in galley, crew's quarters or engine room; collision drill; abandon ship drill during daytime and hours of darkness.

10.*
HANDLE MOORING LINES
Instructions:  You are to put out and make fast enough mooring lines to prevent your vessel from drifting forward, astern, or out from it's mooring.  Begin the task by passing a mooring line by name and number according to location and direction of lead from vessel.  The sequence will be determined by the bridge.  The task is completed when you have made all lines fast and adjusted them until vessel is in correct position.

Equipment Required:

· BD.

· Mooring lines made up with permanent eyes.

· Heaving line.

Testing Conditions Required:

· Daylight hours.

· Hours of darkness.

CAUTION:  Failure of synthetic lines under high tensile loads can be extremely dangerous.  Stay out of bights and danger areas where failed lines will snapback.

PERFORMANCE MEASURES


a.  Passes a mooring line by name and number according to location and direction of lead from vessel.  See FM 55-501 for names and descriptions of lines and their positions on the vessel.


b.  Fakes each line near the chock through which it will pass.


c.  Passes each eye through its chock and lays it back aboard across the lifeline.  Attaches heaving lines if directed.


d.  Passes lines to moorings or line handlers on shore when vessel is  close enough to do so using heaving lines when needed.


e.  Prevents vessel from drifting astern by use of forward springs and bow line.


f.  Prevents vessel from drifting ahead by use of after spring line and stern line.


g.  Prevents vessel from drifting out from mooring by use of breast lines.


h.  Adjusts lines until vessel is in correct position.


i.  Makes all lines fast.

Standard:  Individual must correctly complete the task without injury to personnel or damage to equipment.

MAINTAIN AND STOW, SLINGS, SPREADER BARS, AND TOP HANDLERS
Instructions:  You are to maintain and properly stow all cargo handling gear.

Standard:  Individual must correctly maintain and stow all cargo handling gear IAW manufactures instructions and vessel SOP.

PERFORMANCE MEASURES

Identify and locate all spaces or compartments listed below; and exit or escape from THEM (by the safest, most direct route).


a.  Operators Cab.


b.  Living Quarters Level.


c.  Main Deck - All compartments, doors, scuttles, hatches, ladders, stowage (hazardous and no hazardous and equipment spaces;  galley, sick bay, bos'n locker, paint locker, forward DC locker, etc.


d.  Engineering Spaces - Engine Operating Station, escape hatch, forward machinery spaces, fire pump space, and so on.

Standard:  Individual must demonstrate knowledge of the arrangement of all decks, compartments and spaces; and the ability to exit or escape from those spaces by the safest, most direct route, without error or injury.

MAINTAIN FIRE FIGHTING EQUIPMENT
Instructions:  You are to perform required maintenance on the vessel's fire fighting equipment as directed by your supervisor.

Standard:  The task must be completed in accordance with FM 55-501, and applicable manufacturer's manuals.

MAINTAIN LIFESAVING EQUIPMENT
Instructions:  You are to perform required maintenance on the vessel's lifesaving equipment as directed by your supervisor.

COMPLY WITH POLLUTION CONTROL AND ABATEMENT REGULATIONS
Instructions:  You are to comply with the pollution control measures in TB 55-1900-206-14, and unit Standing Operating Procedures in handling and disposing of pollutants aboard your vessel.  Report to the MSE any on board or overboard leaks and/or spills that may pollute the water.  Begin the task by inspecting for pollution hazards.  The task is completed when you have followed the procedures listed in the TB and unit SOP, and reported any leaks or spills.

NOTE:  For this task, pollutants include oil, paint, and garbage.

Standards:  Individual must correctly identify, handle and report any pollutants including leaks and/or spills that might pollute the water.

OPERATE 1MC COMMUNICATION SYSTEM
Instructions:  You are to perform normal ship board communication using the 1MC system.

Equipment Required:  Barge Derrick, 1MC commo gear.

PERFORMANCE MEASURES

Communicate with other crew members various locations on board the barge.

Standards:  You have completed this task when you have show the ability to efficiently communicate with other crew members on board using the 1MC.

DEMONSTRATE THE STEPS REQUIRED TO ACTIVATE THE CO2  FIXED FIRE FIGHTING SYSTEM
Instructions:  You must demonstrate the steps, in the proper order, that are required to activate the fixed fire fighting system in the generator compartment.  You must show the locations of all three sites where the system can be activated.

Equipment Required:  Barge Derrick

Personnel Required:  Crew members to act as casualties in the engine room.

PERFORMANCE MEASURES

NOTE:  You must first show the sequence to activate the fixed fire system from outside the generator room door.


a.  Make sure that the generator room is evacuated.


b.  Close all doors and  other openings to the protected area.

NOTE:  The generator must now be shut down by means of the pull cord located ouside of the generator room door above the fixed system pull boxes. 


c.  On the pull box marked “Valve Release”, grasp handle firmly and pull handle away from box approximately 4 to 6 inches. 


d.  On the pull box marked “ Cylinder Release”, grasp handle firmly and pull handle away from box approximately 4 to 6 inches.


e.  Alarm siren will sound in Generator room and discharge of CO2 will be delayed for 30 seconds       to allow for any further evacuation of the area protected. 


f.  In case of failure of remote controls you must now go to the CO2 cylinder room and operate the system in accordance with the instructions at that location.

From the CO2 cylinder room:

· Ensure that the generator room is evacuated.

· Close all doors and openings to the protected area.

· Open ½” control valve by control head on to of valves.

· Open CO2 control cylinders by operating cylinder control heads on side of control cylinder valves.

· Alarm siren will sound in the generator room and discharge of CO2 will be delayed 30 seconds.

Now simulate activation of the system from the CIC:

· Generator room must be in alarm.

· Ensure that the space is evacuated.

· Close all doors and openings.

· Lift cover and operate switch.

Standards:  You have completed this task when you have demonstrated a thorough knowledge of this system and it’s proper and safe activation in case of fire.

OPERATE DC EMERGENCY LIGHTING
Instructions:  Demonstrate the ability to operate the emergency DC lighting.   

Equipment Required:  Barge Derrick.

PERFORMANCES MEASURES

You are to demonstrate the steps required to operate you vessel's emergency lighting.

Standards:  Task is complete when you have activated the emergency lighting.

DEMONSTRATE A THROUGH KNOWLEDGE OF ALL SAFETY PRECAUTIONS REQUIRED DURING LIFT OPERATIONS
Instructions:  Individual must demonstrate to his/her supervisor the the individual has a complete understanding of all Warnings, Cautions and Notices that deal with the prevention of personal injury before, during and after lift operations.

Standard:  Individual must correctly complete the task IAW Operation and Maintenance manual without injury to personnel or damage to equipment.

ASSIST IN CONTROLLING SLING LOADS WITH TAG LINES
Instructions:  You are to assist in controlling sling loads with tag lines and follow Bos'n's instructions.

Standard:  You have completed this task when you demonstrate the ability to safely perform as tag line handler.

DEMONSTRATE KNOWLEDGE OF THE USE OF THE EMERGENCY ESCAPE BREATHING APPARATUS
Instructions:  You are to review the instructions on utilizing the Scott Protective Breathing Equipment (EEBA).  While doing this task you should inspect the unit to make sure it is intact and has not been tampered with.  

NOTE:  Make sure that the storage compartment for the EEBA is not used for other items.

Equipment Required:  Scott EEBA

PERFORMANCE REQUIREMENTS

a.  Simulate removal of the unit from the case.


b.  Simulate tearing off the red pull strip and remove the unit from the bag.


c.  Simulate pulling out the activation ring.

CAUTION:  You should only use the EEBA from this point on if you can hear the sound of gas flow in the unit.  If you do not hear this, the EEBA should not be used.


d.  If you hear the sound of gas flow in the unit you can now pull the hood across your face and over your head.


e.  Now pull down until the headband firmly engages forehead.

NOTE:  Remove all hair and clothing between neck and seal.


f.  Make sure that neck seal makes firm contact around neck.


g.  Remember that normal operation causes the sound of gas flow in the hood.  If the flow stops for any reason you should move to a non hazardous area and remove the hood.

Instructions:  Perform emergency stop procedures IAW TM for your vessel.

Equipment Required:  89/100 Ton Barge Derrick.

PERFORM SHUT DOWN PROCEDURES
Instructions:  Perform shut down procedures IAW TM applicable to your vessel.

Equipment Required:  89/100 Ton BD.

26.*
COMPLETE 80 HOURS OF LIFT OPERATIONS
Instructions:  You are to complete 80 Hrs of lift operations in the crane operator position IAW unit SOP.  You must log your lifts by tonnage and duration in the space provided in this duty performance test as well as the records required by you unit. (Vessel Log and Vessel Lift Log.)
