Airload Planner/AMC Affiliation Course

	The Airload Planner/AMC Affiliation Course is comprised of two phases.  The first phase is presented during 2 days of academic instruction with hands-on equipment preparation exercises using the AMC Pamphlet 36-1, the standard AMC syllabus, and visual aid packages.  The goal of this phase is to prepare unit personnel to prepare, load, and tie down unit equipment on airlift aircraft.  It also provides basic weight and balance procedures and marshaling, equipment preparation, weighing and marking procedures, basic center of balance calculation, and aircraft and flightline safety.  This includes hands-on equipment preparation exercises.  Phase II continues for the next 6 days with classroom instructions in aircraft characteristics, load planning, and manifest documentation requirements using AMC Pamphlet 36-1, the standard AMC syllabus, and visual aid packages.  Successful course completion allows individuals to receive AMC Airlift Load Plan Certification (AMC Form 9, Mar 93). 
Prerequisites 
Active Army and Reserve Component commissioned officers in grades 01 through 04 and warrant officer who are appointed or under consideration for appointment to a unit/staff movement position involving strategic airlift operations.  Enlisted personnel in grades of E-5 and above on unit orders as the as the unit movement NCO, whose actual or anticipated duty requires a working knowledge of unit air movement planning.  Students must have 12 months retainability for airlift planning and execution of joint combat airlift operations.
