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INSTRUCTIONS, PROCEDURES, AND REQUIREMENTS FOR THE UNITED STATES ARMY MARINE LICENSE (USAML) DUTY PERFORMANCE TEST (DPTs) ONBOARD ARMY WATERCRAFT

1.  Marine qualification is a dual process consisting of certification and licensing.  All marine personnel must be certified.  All personnel assigned to Army watercraft with MOSs 880A, 881A, 88K, 88L, 88H (assigned to the Barge Derrick (BD)), and 77F (assigned to the Fuel Barge (BG)) must be licensed.  All personnel must pass a Duty Performance Test (DPT) to obtain a United States Army Marine License (USAML) for an Army vessel.  The purpose of the Duty Performance Test is to establish a permanent record of the individual's qualifications for awarding the United States Army Marine License (USAML).

2.  Active duty personnel must complete this requirement within 90 days of assignment aboard a vessel.  Commanders may grant an additional 90 days IAW AR 56-9 (Surface Transportation Watercraft).

3.  Reserve Component personnel must complete this requirement within 180 days of assignment aboard a vessel.  Commanders may grant an additional 180 days IAW AR 56-9.

4.  Individuals who fail to meet these requirements will be assigned to a position for which they are qualified or be reclassified IAW AR 600-200 (Enlisted Personnel Management System), AR 611-112 (Manual of Warrant Officer Military Occupational Specialties), or AR 56-9 (Surface Transportation Watercraft).

5.  A Marine Standardization Examiner (MSE) is an individual appointed by the unit commander, in writing, who holds a valid USAML equal to, or greater than, the level being examined.  A copy of the MSE's orders will be maintained in the unit's training records and a copy forwarded to the Marine Qualification Division (MQD), Office of the Chief of Transportation to be placed in MQD's files.  The MSE will sign, date, and list his/her USAML number by each task (on both the Marine Qualification and Unit Training Record Copies of the task lists) when the examinee has successfully completed each task.

6.  The use of the Duty Performance Test, initiated by the unit commander, is to be used by an appointed MSE to record successful completion of each task required for an USAML.  The unit commander must certify that all required tasks have been satisfactorily completed.

7.  The Vessel Master, Chief Engineer, or Coxswain will be responsible for maintaining these standards for their respective departments.

8.  Distribution of Copies of Completed Duty Performance Tests:


a.  Marine Qualification Record Copy:  Completed copy will be signed by the unit commander and forwarded to the Chief, Marine Qualification Division, Office of the Chief of Transportation, ATTN: ATZF-OCT-S, 705 Read Street, Room 12, Fort Eustis, VA  23604-5407.  This copy will be filed in the individual's qualification record and is the source document for awarding USAML endorsements.


b.  Unit Training Record Copy:  Completed copy will be signed by the unit commander and maintained in the individual's unit training records.


c. Marine Standardization Examiner (MSE) Working Copy:  One copy of each Duty Performance Test for each skill level will be maintained aboard the vessel to be used by the MSE to ensure all tasks are performed to standard.

9.  Marine Qualification Division (MQD) personnel will annotate the individual soldier's records and issue the appropriate license.  Until the "official" license is received, an annotation in the ship's log will constitute the individual's qualification to sail in that position on that vessel.  In the eventuality an individual is reassigned to another vessel of the same class prior to receipt of the document, the unit commander has the responsibility to notify the gaining Vessel Master that the soldier is licensed in that position.

10.  Duty Performance Test (DPT):


a.  Procedures:  The individual will be given credit for successful completion of each task when he/she has correctly performed all performance measures.



(1)  Performance measures using Technical Manuals (TMs), or manufacturer manuals:  Technical Manuals (TMs) or manufacturer's manual must be aboard the vessel or made available in the unit library.



(2)  An individual may be licensed for a Non-SLEP vessel, a SLEP vessel, or both.  MSEs must pay particular attention to which task line he/she signs.  Some DPTs may have MSE signature lines for both Non-SLEP and SLEP tasks.  A completed DPT with an MSE signature only on the Non-SLEP task lines indicates the individual will receive a license for a Non-SLEP vessel ONLY.  A completed DPT with an MSE signature only on the SLEP task lines indicates the individual will receive a license for the SLEP vessel ONLY.  A completed DPT with an MSE's signature on both the Non-SLEP and SLEP lines indicates the individual will receive a license for both types of vessels.  If an individual is currently licensed for one type or the other (either a Non-SLEP or SLEP vessel), they must complete only those tasks that have dual signature lines to be licensed for the other type vessel.



(3)  Soldiers who have received an upgraded certification and will be assigned to a position aboard a vessel commensurate with their upgrade, must complete a DPT for that level.



(4)  Soldiers who are certified to grade and have never received a license for a particular class of vessel prior to being assigned, must complete a DPT progressing through all the skill levels, one at a time.



(5)  Soldiers will annually verify only the asterisked tasks at the skill level  for which they are licensed.  Verification results shall be recorded in the vessel logbook and in the soldier's file.



(6)  Individuals who return to any position for which they are currently licensed, after an absence of one year or more, must revalidate.




(a)  Revalidation will be accomplished by performing the tasks identified by an asterisk (*) and will be recorded in the vessel's logbook and soldier's file.




(b)  Revalidation tasks must be completed in their entirety, except when specific performance measures within a task are identified by an asterisk (*), then only the marked performance measure(s) will be revalidated.



(7)  Tasks that cannot be performed because of limitations of equipment must be supported by a written explanation.



(8)  Tasks or performance measures requiring disassembly and reassembly of equipment, which would deadline an operational vessel or delay the operational status of a deadlined vessel, may be accomplished by allowing the individual to demonstrate his/her ability to accomplish the task by explaining the procedures outlined in the appropriate manuals.  This must be accomplished at the equipment site.  Tasks, or portions of tasks or performance measures that may be accomplished in this manner, will be identified by a plus (+) sign.



(9)  If at any time during the test there is an equipment malfunction, the examinee will inform the MSE.  The MSE will determine what actions to take.

10.  Corrections:  Report all recommended corrections using DA Form 2028 (Recommended Changes to Publications and Blank Forms) and forward to US Army Transportation School, ATTN:  ATZF-OCT-S, Marine Qualification Division, Fort Eustis, VA  23604-5407.  Examples of corrections that must be reported by the using organization are:


a.  Modification Work Orders.


b.  Equipment Improvement Report.


c.  Quality Deficiency Report.


d.  Product Improvement Programs.


e.  Locally authorized component replacements that differ from the originally installed components.


f.  Performance measures that do not accurately reflect the safest and most accurate method of accomplishing that task.


g.  Changes to the TDA or MTOE manning levels aboard the vessel.
