MARINE RADAR OBSERVER COURSE (MROC)

This two-week course is structured to provide selected marine personnel with a working knowledge of the fundamentals, operation, and use of marine radar as an anti-collision device.  Upon successful completion, the student will be issued a U.S. Coast Guard Approved Marine radar Observer certificate.  The course is designed for Active Army and Reserve Component personnel to qualify for Warrant Officer MOS 88A1 (Marine Deck Officer), certified MOS 88K40 (Mate), and appropriately certified enlisted operators assigned to radar-equipped watercraft.  Also, personnel from other services, U.S. Government civilians, and DOD contract personnel assigned or pending assignment to positions requiring certification as radar observer may be accepted on a space-available basis with appropriate funding.
