	a. Description of positions. 
(1)Identifies positions requiring Soldiers trained to serve as a Battle Staff NCO and manage the day-to-day operations of corps, division, regiment, group, brigade, battalion and squadron command posts. Positions in grade SGM will not be coded with ASI 2S. 
(2)ASI 2S may be associated with positions in grade SSG-MSG as listed below: 
(a) G1/S1, G2/S2, G3/S3, G4/S4, G5/S5, G6/S6 or fire support element (FSE) positions in battalion, squadron, brigade, group, regiment, division or Corps level TOE units. 
(b) Operations Sergeant and Construction Foreman in:
1. Brigade Engineer Sect, Engineer Bn Hq, Division.
2. Regimental Engineer Sect, Engineer Co, Armd Cav Rgmt.
3. Brigade Engineer Sect, Engineer Co, Hvy Sep Bde and Sep Inf Bde.
(c) Active Readiness Group NCO Advisor positions and instructor positions for BSNCOC, Sergeants Major Course (SMC), Battle Command Training Program (BCTP), Ft Leavenworth, KS and G2 Special Forces Groups and battalion. 
(d) Army Medical Department Professional Filler System (PROFIS) TDA positions and Soldiers in grades SFC through SGM under the auspices of U.S. Army Medical Command (to assist in the preparation of medical annex to operation planning (OPLAN) and operations orders (OPORD) in regional and local Emergency Operation Centers, briefing CINC(s) and Corps Staff from U.S. Army Medical Center and School, Regional Medical Command (RMC), Dental Command (DENCOM), Veterinary Command (VETCOM), Medical Center (MEDCEN) and Center for Health Promotion and Preventive Medicine). 
(e) Air Traffic Services (ATS)/A2C2 Liaisons, Air Information Center Facility Chiefs and U.S. Army Aviation Center Advanced and Basics NCO Course Small Group Leaders. 
(f) Brigade and division echelon chaplain assistant NCOs.
(g) Battalion and above Transportation Movement Control Team NCOs.
(h) Information Operations (IO) Organization Echelon Above Corps (EAC): Operations NCO, Senior Intel Sergeant, Intel Sergeant, Senior SIGINT Sergeant and SIGINT Sergeant. 
(3) Use of this skill identifier with any other position in authorization documents requires prior approval from Commandant, U.S. Army Sergeants Major Academy, ATTN: ATSS-B, Ft Bliss, TX 79918-8002. 
b. Qualifications. 
(1) Must successfully complete one of the following courses at the U.S. Army Sergeants Major Academy (USASMA), Ft Bliss, TX: 
(a) The Battle Staff Noncommissioned Officer Course (BSNCOC).
(b) The resident Sergeants Major Course (SMC) beginning with class 46 with a graduation date on or after 31 May 1996. 
(2) Or successfully complete the BSNCOC at Ft McCoy, WI. 
(3) Or successfully complete the Battle Staff NCO Video Tele-training (VTT) Course conducted under the auspices of the USASMA and be issued a DA Form 1059 and graduation diploma. 
c. Restrictions. 
(1) Personnel. May be awarded to qualified Soldiers in grades SSG-SGM in any MOS. 
(2) Positions. For use with any MOS at grades SSG-MSG per above position documentation guidance. 
(3) Exception. Course Prerequisites: Active Army or Reserve Component noncommissioned officer in the rank of staff sergeant or above. G1/S1, G2/S2, G3/S3 or G4/S4 staff noncommissioned officer assigned to, or on orders to a battalion, brigade, division or corps level TO&E unit, or a readiness group NCO advisor position and selected TDA NCOs in administration, intelligence, operations/plans, and logistics positions. A TABE A reading level score of 10.1 or above determined prior to course attendance, and with written proof of score provided provided prior to or at initial arrival at the course. Soldiers who reached their 40th birthday prior to 1 Jan 89 must provide proof of medical screening and clearance (CVSP) before enrollment. Soldiers with temporary profiles, per AR 40-501, that would prevent full participation, including passing APFT, will be removed from school attendance consideration by their immediate commanders until the temporary profile is removed. Individual must meet weight standards outlined in AR 600-9. 
SPECIAL INFORMATION: This course is offered in two phases: Phase 1 - Asynchronous and Phase II is Synchronous-Resident and DTF by VTT. Phase 1 is projected for completion in 60 days, which is calculated at 64.5 academic hours. Phase II is 162.5 academic hours. Phase 1 media is Computer Based Instruction (CD), which is Individual Self-Paced Independent Study. Students must successfully complete Phase 1 in 60 days. Phase II is synchronous and interactive. Phase II requires random checks on learning, pre and/or posttests, gate tests, video requirements, audio requirements, and email capabilities. The training duration for Phase II is 4 WKS 1 DAY in resident at USASMA 4 WKS and 4 DAYS for DL DTF, Fort McCoy, 21 consecutive days. The planned method of distribution is ATSC or web-site. USASMA will deny enrollment to students who fail to meet the height and weight standards out-lined in AR 600-9 and fail to meet the APFT prerequisites outlined in AR 350-41, FM 21-20 and TRADOC, Message NO 11087650Z Mar 95, Subject: APFT and Height/Weight.
 

Course Overview: A performance oriented course that prepares the NCO, in the rank of SSG and above, to perform operationally on the battlefield. The entire course will be taught using the Small Group Instruction (SGI) concept. Course subjects focus at the Battalion and Brigade level, and task performance standards are from ARTEP Mission Training Plans for light and heavy maneuver forces, and require participation in all battlefield operating systems. G1/S1 and G4/S4 students must operate in a combat trains command post, while G2/S2 and G3/S3 students operate simultaneously in a tactical operations center. The course requires the use of current automated systems and multimedia computers. Upon departure students will receive an Academic Evaluation Report (AER)
