Warrior Transition Unit (WTU)
Platoon Sergeants and Squad Leaders serving in Warrior Transition Units (WTU) are leading Multi-component units consisting of medical hold companies and detachments merged with Medical Retention Processing Units (MRPUS) created to provide better care for wounded warriors and chronically ill Soldiers. WTUs are the Army’s number one priority for assignment. The NCOs primary mission is to assist with the care and transition of Soldiers and their families.  NCOs selected for this duty are rated among the best. However, these are new positions and Soldiers are advised to make comments in the remarks section when validating their online ERB or submit a letter to the President of the Board explaining this new duty.
