SUBJECT: Notification of Future Change, A-1004-06, Revision of Military Occupational Specialty (MOS) 88N (Transportation Management Coordinator)  
1.  PURPOSE.  Provide notification of approved changes to the Military Occupational Classification and Structure for implementation.

2.  COORDINATION.  This change (enclosure 1) has been coordinated with affected HQDA principal staff agencies per AR 25-30 and AR 611-1.

3.  SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT CHANGES.  Revises MOS 88N:
    a.  Specifications to add security eligibility of SECRET to MOS 88N Soldiers at the grade of E5 and above, and have normal color vision based on no more than four errors in reading pseudoisochromatic plates test.
    b.  Physical requirements (Table 10-88N-1) to add:

      (1)  Stands from 6 to 12 hours duration.

      (2)  Lifts and carries 80 pounds as part of a 2 Soldier team prorated 40 pounds per Soldier.
      (3)  Must possess normal color vision based on no more than four errors in reading pseudoisochromatic plates test. 

4.  IMPLEMENTATION.

    a.  Training strategy.  There will be no change to the current training strategy.
    b.  Army Recruiting Information Support System (ARISS).  This revision will not require a change to be made to ARISS.

    c.  Effective date to the Physical Requirements is 1 June 2009.
    d.  Effective date to have a security eligibility of SECRET and be a U.S. citizen for all new accessions into MOS 88N at the grade of E5 and above is 1 June 2009.

    e.  Effective date to have a security eligibility of SECRET and be a U.S. citizen is 1 January 2011 for Soldiers in grade E5 and above who were awarded MOS 88N prior to 1 June 2009.
    d.  Effective date to have a security eligibility of SECRET and be a U.S. citizen is 1 January 2011 for all Soldiers in MOS 88N to be eligible for promotion to grade E5.
